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Resumo 

O propósito deste estudo foi fazer uma revisão da literatura sobre as 

taxas de sucesso e sobrevivência de implantes osseointegrados ao 

longo prazo, assim como determinar a prevalência de doenças peri-

implantares e identificar possíveis fatores de risco associados à 

ocorrência da peri-implantite. Diabetes descontrolada e histórico de 

doença periodontal são fatores de risco significativos à doença peri-

implantar. Alguns autores consideram o tabagismo como fator de risco à 

doença peri-implantar, embora tal opinião não seja unânime na 

literatura. Os critérios mais utilizados para o diagnóstico da peri-

implantite são: sangramento positivo à sondagem, confirmação com ou 

sem supuração; profundidade de sondagem ≥ 5mm ou ≥ 4mm; e 

confirmação radiográfica da perda óssea.

PREVALENCE AND RISK FACTORS OF PERI-IMPLANT DISEASES - 

REVIEW OF THE LITERATURE 

The purpose of the present review is to investigate peri-implant disease, as 

well as the risk factors in the prevalence of peri-implantis. Selected papers were 

critically reviewed regarding their methodologies to assess peri-implant disease 

and also towards the relation of peri-implantitis to its associated risk factors. 

Uncontrolled type II diabetes and history of periodontitis are potential risk factors 

for peri-implantitis, although, for the latter, preventive maintenance programs can 

significantly minimize such risk. Cigarette smoking has not yet been conclusively 

established as a risk factor for peri-implantitis, although extra care should be taken 

with dental implant in smokers, especially when associated with poor periodontal 

records. Other risk factors, such as occlusal overloading, roughness of implant 

surface and presence of keratinized mucosa still require further investigation. 

Although still controversial, there seems to be a trend among authors towards the 

following clinical parameters to characterize peri-implantitis: positive bleeding on 

probing (BOP+) with or without suppuration; pocket probing depth (PPD) ≥ 5mm or 

≥ 4mm; and radiographic confirmation of the marginal bone loss (MBL).
